Messe Solennelle en l’honneur de Sainte Cécile
A Mass for St Cecilia - Gounod (1818 - 1893)
We thought a piece in honour of St Cecilia would be especially appropriate to present to you this evening, because of course St Cecilia is the patron saint of musicians and music.  First performed in 1885, the St Cecilia Mass established Charles Gounod’s reputation as a church composer, although perhaps his operatic works may be better known to us today.  You will notice that a certain operatic style comes through in the St Cecilia Mass, which is in turn solemn, expansive, delicate - and robust!

The work follows the pattern of a traditional mass, and generally speaking adheres to the liturgical text.  The mass ends with a three-part prayer (originally written ‘God save Napoleon’ but now more diplomatically ‘God save the Republic’) by the church, the army and the people.

Margaret was educated at St Dominic’s High School, Stoke on Trent.  She studied voice, piano and violin at the Northern School of Music and obtained her graduate and LRAM teaching diploma under Irene Wilde and Ellis Keeler.  Further studies continued at London University and the Birmingham Conservatoire, where she obtained the Recital Diploma and won the Vincent Lieder competition in 1979.   She is a member of Ex Cathedra, the Birmingham based, internationally renowned chamber choir.  Her singing engagements have taken her to Switzerland, Belgium, Italy, Germany, France, Spain and Ireland.  Margaret has been the conductor of the Needwood Singers, based in Barton under Needwood, since her husband’s retirement in 1990.

Iain Sloan - Tenor

Iain Sloan studied music at Goldsmiths’ College, University of London, graduating in 1980.  His early years as a chorister were with the Choir of King Edward VI School, Southampton, while from 1974 he sang with the London Bach Society under Dr Paul Steinitz.  

Since leaving London in 1984, Iain has appeared as soloist with many of the choral societies in the West Midlands and South West as well as with the Bristol Bach Choir, Bristol University Singers, Handon Hill Singers and the Birmingham Sinfonietta.  Solo work has taken him the length of the country from Christchurch Priory to Pitlochry Festival Theatre, as well as performances in Belgium, Holland, Germany and Kenya.   Iain sings on a freelance basis with various choirs and ensembles includin the Chorus of the Academy of St Martin-in-the-Fields and Ex Cathedra Chamber Choir.  In Septemebr 2000 he tood up the post of Director of Music at Malvern College and conductor of the Malvern Festival Chorus.

John Evanson - Bass

John is a music graduate of the University of Bristol, where he was also organ scholar at St Mary Redcliffe Church.  After receiving a first class mark for his final recitals in voice, John remained in Bristol and became a Lay Clerk at the Cathedral until the summer of 2000 when he commenced postgraduate vocal studies at the Royal Academy of Music with Janet Price and Timothy  Barratt, receiving the  PGDipRAM in 2003.   An experienced 
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	soloist, he has sung with choral societies and choirs all over the  South of  England and Midlands areas.  From 2004 to 2006 John was a principal artist with DIVA Opera, one of the country’s leading chamber opera companies.

John still works as an organist and gained the ARCO Diploma in 1996.  He has been accompanist to the Senior and Chamber Choirs of the Finchley Children’s Music Group since September 2000.  For fun, he will occasionally be persuaded to dust off his tuba and play for regional orchestras and also brass bands in his home area of Burton on Trent.
